They have taught all over the United States as well as New Zealand and have also taught many times 

in Australia.   The lecture is a show and tell about wool and how wool can be incorporated in your 

quil ts, as well as unique projects made of wool. 
 

 

Sally will conduct a workshop on Friday AT QPS, 

not the Church, and you will be able to choose 

between two projects, either the Round Wool Pin 

Cushion or the Basket of Flowers Pillow.   

Sally is nationally and inter -nationally known for her unique designs. She has written a number of 

books. This is a remarkable chance to add a new dimension to your bag of tricks. 

ROUND WOOL PIN CUSHION PROJECT: The small round, wool pincushion will be redesigned to be 

quite a bit larger to give you a wonderful area to embellish.   I will pre -sew the cushion so that we can 

get to the good stuff.  

FLOWER BASKET PILLOW PROJECT:  The small pillow features a basket and flowers cut from hand 

dyed wool and appliquéd into place on a cotton background. You will need to bring two 13" squares of 

a neutral colored fabric for the background of the pillow. For either class choice there will be a f ee of 

$20.00 and the Friday class will last 3 1/2 hours and be held at QPS.

Darleneôs lecture is:  ñFrom ho-Hum to Wow.ò  She lectures and teaches nationally for shops and guilds, 

teaching a range of classes from miniature quilts to technique classes.  She has designed a range of quilting 

tools through EZ Quilting. Her first tool, Companion Angle, was introduced 15 years ago. She now has several 

more quilting tools on the market that are sold in independent quilt shops as well as chain stores and 

internationally.  These tools are: Easy Dresden, Tri-Recs, Easy Scallop, Easy Square, Flip n Set, and three 
colored 60 degree tools (diamond, triangle and hexagon), and two 45 degree tools (diamond and petal shape). 

The Friday workshop is: ñFinishing School.ò  Would you like to add some pizzazz to your quilts by adding a 

fancy border, but are afraid to try?  Then this class is for you!  Learn how to make, mark and bind all sorts of 

edge finishers on quilts.  In class you will make bound samples of scalloped, notched and shaped edges such as 

hexagon edges (as in Grandmother's Flower Garden quilt), ice cream cone borders, and Double Wedding Ring 

curves and points.  You will also learn how to make (and finish) prairie point edgings, mitered and rounded 

corners, and adding a flange.  The class will include a professional's tips on perfect bindings and no lump joints 

for a fabulous finishing touch on all your quilts.
