Have you wondered why thread gets thinner as the weight or thread size number gets
larger? It 1s confusing but there is a reason behind this system. Here is a simple
analogy to illustrate why:

The goal 1s to determine how much thread it takes to weigh one pound.

Thread A takes 20 miles to weigh a pound so it is labeled as 20 wt.

Thread B takes 40 miles to weight a pound and is labeled 40 wt. It is a finer thread
because it takes 40 miles to weigh one pound.

Thread C takes 60 miles to weigh a pound so it is even finer yet.

community Service

Maybe you saw all the Community Service quilts packaged up with bows under the Christmas
tree at QPS. Or perhaps, you saw the picture of Linda Solis and Ann White with the quilts in the
Island Packet. Either way, I can’t wait to share all of the Community Service quilt distribution
pictures at the next Guild Meeting. It was a wonderful, happy experience. Thanks to all of the
elves that made it happen!

Here are just a few of the wonderful stories from our visits.

. CAPA (Child Abuse Prevention) uses the quilts on beds in their safe houses. They also let
each child pick a quilt to take with them when he or she leaves to go back home or to a foster
home. When Diane Rickenbach and I delivered the quilts to CAPA, Susan Cato, their Executive
Director, told us a wonderful story. She said that a staff member was interviewing a seventeen
year old boy that was visiting with them. She stated that he was carrying a quilt along with his
suitcase. He told the worker that it was the only item he had from his childhood but he didn’t
know where he’d gotten it. When she looked at the quilt and turned it over to the back she saw
the names of the CAPA staff. Although the quilt had been washed many times, she could still
make out the writing. She pointed to one name, Miss Tina, and explained that she had signed her
name on his quilt when he left them as a 9 year old.

f Carole Croteau and Joanne Burgess delivered close to 100 quilts to Bluffton Self Help and
Deep Well. We were told that they give toys to the children but nothing to the adults in a family.
Often teenagers do not receive gifts but now they will try to give them some of our colorful, fun
quilts. Most of the quilts, however, go to home-bound seniors. A Bluffton Self Help staff
member told me that Ida Martin personally delivers the quilts to home-bound seniors and that
they truly enjoy this special gift.

f The Pregnancy Crisis Center was so happy to have the infant quilts to distribute to their
mothers in need and spent time giving Carol Fellner and Eileen Joyce a tour of the facility.

Meg Tucker has a great story from her visit to the Life Care Center. A lady named Arleen was
given a quilt along with a couple of other ladies while they posed for a picture. After the pictures,
they wanted to take the quilts back but Arleen wouldn’t give it back. Meg said it wasn’t one of
the beautiful quilts but a plain one with green and brown blocks and one that showed camping
scenes. It turns out that Arleen went camping with her family all of the time and just sat there
hugging her quilt. Meg said that it definitely was Arleen’s special quilt.
