I made my first quilt top when I was 

seventeen.  It was a Home Ec project, machine appliqué .  My grandmother quilted it 

for me.  My second quilt was made for my daughter after she was born.  I continued 

to enjoy quilting when time allowed, while raising my children and working.  In 2003 

it was decided that it wasn 't necessary for me to work any longer, that's when quilting 

became my passion.  In 2006, I began working for Forget Me Knot Quilt Shoppe part -time.  They 

encouraged me to create a quilt for their block of the month program.  I self-published that quilt 

pattern and have since designed and published three more patterns.  I publish under the Piece to You 

Pattens label.

Doris Mackenzie  is a former member of PQG and a Sun City resident. 

 Her entry into the world of quilting began in early child hood with threading needles for her 

grandmother, mother  and aunts who quilted during the afternoon while she  was in school. 

When she retired from AT&T in 1978, she moved to Florida.  The art awakened an interest.  She joined 

guilds and took seminars.  She has attended the Paducah Quilt Show every year from mid 1980's until 

2001.  She will have a trunk show to let us see her wonderful collection. 

 

Sally Korte  (Korte rhymes with forty) of Kindred Spirits  will be our guest lecturer in July. For more 

than 24 years Sally and her partner, Alice Strebel, working under their business name of Kindred 

Spirits, enjoyed teaching classes, creating new designs, publishing books and patterns, lecturing and 

interacting with amazing quilters.   They have taught all over the United States as well as New Zealand 

and have also taught many times in Australia.

The first patterns they published focused on wearables featuring quilt related detailing but soon the 

two were designing patterns for all sorts of  needle arts.  Sally and Al ice pioneered the idea of themed 

books introducing their books which offered patterns for quilts as well as many other textile related 

designs.  They became best known for presenting new and innovative ways of using old techniques.   

The last few years of their career they focused on designs featuring wool.  Alice and Sally have had a 

lasting effect on the quilt world being the first to introduce wool  to quilt market and to inspire other 

quilt designers to work with wool fabric, roving and yarn.   The two ladies have a line of hand dyed 

wool, roving and yarn.    

With the retirement of her husband, Sally moved from Ohio to South Carolina in 2009.   Sally says that 

it is impossible to retire from wanting to be with other women who love textiles and get excited by  

needlework.   So, she continues to teach locally and continues on with workshops.  Her classes usually 

focus on wool . . . in the form of needle felting, rug hooking, embroidery, appliqué, and punch needle, 

punch hooking.  

The lecture is a show and tell about wool and how wool can be incorporated in your quilts, as well as 

unique projects made of wool.  
 

Sally will conduct a workshop on Friday and you 

will be able to choose between two projects, either 

the Round Wool Pin Cushion  or the Basket of 

Flowers Pillow .  Sally is nationally and inter -

nationally known for her unique designs. She has 

written a number of books. This is a remarkable chance to add a new dimension to your bag of tricks. 

ROUND WOOL PIN CUSHION PROJECT: The small round, wool pincushion wil l be redesigned to be 

quite a bit larger to give you a wonderful area to embellish.   I will pre -sew the cushion so that we can 

get to the good stuff.  

FLOWER BASKET PILLOW PROJECT: 

The small pillow features a basket and flowers cut from hand dyed wool and appliquéd into place on a 

cotton background. You will need to bring two 13" squares of a neutral colored fabric for the 

background of the pillow. For either class choice there will be a fee of $20.00 and the Friday class will 

last 3 1/2 hours and be held at QPS. 

When signing up please indicate which project you wish to do and the color choice for that project.  

For the pincushion  choose between: 1) soft colors in the pastel zone with a cream colored wool 

pincushion , or 2) a darker palette of red, blue and green with a gold colored pincushion.  

For the flower basket pillow choose between :  1) a soft pastel look for your flowers with a brighter 

green as the accent, or 2) a deeper combination of blue and gold flowers with a deeper green as accent.
