Dr. Bostick was born in 

Beaufort, South Carolina. He is a self-taught quilt -maker who comes from a long line of family 

quilt makers, including his great -grandmother, grandmother, great aunts and two aunts. Int rigued 

by the brilliant colors and the geometrical applications of quilting, his interest in quilting was 

rekindled after 9/11.  'ÌɯÚÛÈÛÌÚɯɁ,àɯÔÈÐÕɯ×ÜÙ×ÖÚÌɯÐÕɯØÜÐÓÛ-making is to revive and maintain an 

interest in the art form. I wish to relate the importan t cultural and historical legacy of southern 

African American women. ó He has exhibited widely and is a current member of the Quilters of 

Color Network of New York. His replica of Gee's Bend Housetop Half -Log Cabin received an 

Honorable Mention for Innovati on in the 2003 World Quilt and Textile Competition. Dr. Bostick 

teaches in the Developmental Skills Dept. of the Borough of Manhattan Community College.

Look ahead and look forward to two exciting quilters for our January and February 2010 meetings, Joe 

Cunningham and Mickey Depre.  

Joe Cunningham will present òThe Ballad of Joe the Quilter,ó through music (his guitar) and quilts (his 

own).  While researching the available scholarly literature in 1979, he discovered Joseph Hedley, a tailor 

born in 1750, who took up quilting.  There wasnõt much information about Hedley, but Joe Cunningham 

did discover the lyrics to a song called, òThe Ballad of Joe the Quilter.ó  Cunningham proceeded to write 

music to those lyrics, covering only about 21 years.  As he presented this ballad his audiences queried him 

about the rest of Hedleyõs life.  Not worrying too much about accuracy, Cunningham filled in where facts 

were missing.  So the Ballad was born complete with 6 songs.  After that Joe Cunningham created 6 quilts 

made in an Old English style.  Thatõs the program you will have the pleasure of hearing and seeing. 

 òTraditional Freeform Quiltingó will be the workshop in January of 2010.  Learn to hand quilt 

feathers, cables and other traditional patterns without all that pesky markin g.  Joe says, òWhy should 

machine quilters have all the fun!ó 

 Join Mickey Depre in February 2010 when she presents, òMe, Myself and I,ó a one hour power point 

presentation followed by a trunk show covering her progression from a traditional quilter to the  present.  

Topics touch on will be inspiration and belief in oneõs own self and sense of òstyle.ó  During the trunk show 

she will happily answer audience questions regarding technique, product use, etc.  You will receive 

information and entertainment with a grand dose of humor.   

òPaintsticks-Make Any Fabric Your Own,ó is the February 2010 workshop.  Fabric embellishment 

with Shiva Oil Paintsticks, Rubbing/Brushing techniques, Stencils and òfancy fabrics will be covered.  

Supplies are provided, including fa brics (A+ quality), rubbing templates among many others, paintsticks 

(75-100).
